We are definitely into the fall season as witnessed by the much shorter days and the wetter
weather. As some of you know, my other hobby, besides computers, is the study and en-
joyment of fine wines from the Pacific Northwest. Yesterday, | took a very enjoyable trip
to some of the vineyards and wineries in Eastern Washington and | want to report back that
harvest has restarted in most areas and the wine grape crop looks very good. The same wet
and cool spell that we had here in the Puget Sound in September slowed grape ripening on
the east side of our state for about ten days. However, the temps have warmed up again so
ripening and the harvest have restarted. The grape vines get very confused when the tem-
peratures drop too low at night in September and they think that it’s time to start preparing
for winter. Asaresult, they stop sending food and nutrients up the vine to the leaves and
fruit and ripening stops. That’s probably more than you ever wanted to know about grapes
but | find it interesting that the vines are so sensitive to a drop of twenty degrees or so of
nighttime temps.

A side benefit of the sun’s setting earlier is that we won't have the problem of its shining
on our screen at the Kirkland Teen Building during our general Meetings. This month we
will have two presentations. The first will be from our own David Dodge who will talk to
us about how VM Ware's virtual machine software works and how it is useful to folks who
want to run different operating systems on the same PC at the same time. Now that sounds
complicated to me. | understand the concept in that each OS is assigned a different part of
the memory and doesn’t interfere with the other operating systems but it still seems very
complex to me. | think you will find the demonstration very interesting.

The second presentation will be by a representative from Data Recovery. We all agree that
we should back up our important data so that when our computer hard drives fail we won't
lose any of our precious work. However, in many cases there are sophisticated ways to
recover data from “dead” hard drives. Now, | didn’t suggest that these methods are cheap
and that you should stop doing backups. You do perform backups, don't you? However,
if that day ever comes when you or your company is struck by afailure and you just have
to recover some critical data, there are firms that specialize in thiswork. We'll learn more
