With regard to donations for the Auction, the members of the Board have drafted a set
of guidelines that we will apply to better control donated items. We grestly appreciate
all of the itemsthat are donated but don’t want the Auction to become a disposal
method for items that clearly no onein the group wants. Here are our proposed guide-
lines. We will discuss them with the membership at the next General Meeting.

1. Software that runs on operating systems older than Windows 98SE will not be ac-
cepted. (We are considering changing the oldest acceptable Windows version to
Windows 2000.)

2. No computer add-in cards that plug into an I1SA bus will be accepted.

3. Donated items need to be complete enough to be easily used by the buyer. Each
item should be in the original box if possible. If necessary, a substitute box may be
used. Itemsthat came with installation software and documentation should have
those items in the box with the item.

4. Itemsthat do not receive bids during the Auction will not be held over to the next
Auction. Members who donate items are requested to put their names on the items
and to take any items not receiving bids home with them at the end of the Auction.

5. Any PCsthat are donated should be based on at least a Pentium I11 with a speed of 1
GHz or higher.
