Pass application both interesting and useful. We all know how important it is to
use unique and strong passwords but we also recognize that creating and remem-
bering all of the passwords that we need to track can be challenging. I thought
that the information that Dick presented to demonstrate that LastPass was a good
solution to most password headaches was quite convincing. Clearly, there are
several good password managers available on the market and you may find that
another one that meets your needs better but you can’t beat the price for LastPass.
If you don’t use a password manager at this time, you may want to give it a try.
