Along the same line of thought, as you may know we were asked to reduce the 
amount of equipment that we keep in the storage room at NBCC.  The equipment 
that we keep there is primarily used to set up and check equipment that is brought 
in to the Computer Support SIG.  To take up less room, we have sent all of our 
CRT monitors off to recycling.  Therefore, we need a couple of functional flat-
screen monitors that we can use to trouble shoot desktop computers.  If you have 
a flat-screen monitor that you may have retired when you bought a new, bigger 
one, we would appreciate it if you’d donate your old one to the lab.  Please let one 
of the Board members know of your donation and we’ll be happy to take your old 
monitor off of your hands and put it to good use.

An even easier way would be to 
bring your completed form and your check/cash to the next General Meeting and 
give it to Dick there.
